Staffed by legal and social care experts, our advice line is exceptionally effective in
reaching very vulnerable parents and carers. Yet, it•s only open four hours a day, and
only one in four callers can get through. Your money will help us to develop the advice
service, and to highlight the plight faced by these families.

€ 83% of callers surveyed felt the advice service had helped them to cope with their
situation and more than half reported contacting the advice line had led to action by
social care agencies. 

€ 8 out of 10 callers surveyed thought we made a difference to their family.

€ 82% of callers suffered from extremely high levels of psychological distress and
dysfunction.  

The service, including the advice materials, helps callers and their families to cope, to
understand their rights, to work in partnership with social care agencies in the interests of
their child, and prevent children unnecessarily going into the care system.
